3) Insurance –

All participants will be covered by IHI Insurance during the entire duration of camp. Insurance information is available on-line at the CCUSA website.

4) Transportation –

All participants travelling by car to Graz should meet at the Graz Train Station by 16:00, where a bus will transport everyone to the Youth Hostel. If you arrive earlier, you can wait in front of the McDonalds at the food court in the train station (where you can also eat lunch if you want). If you are driving directly to the Youth Hostel in Deutschlandsberg, you should only arrive after 15:00. We should meet you there by 18:00 in time for dinner. Departure time on January 2nd is 8:00 am from the hostel.
If you are arriving by plane to the Vienna Airport, Mike Mitchell, Eniko Bihari and Miklos Rasovszky will be meeting you in the Arrival Hall, and you will go by bus to Graz. Please wait for us in front of the Arrival Hall as soon as you collect your luggage, and look for the Camp California sign. If you arrive early, please make sure you are at the Arrival Hall by 12:00. If there are any problems or delays, please contact us on our cell phones listed above.
5) Contacting Campers at Camp –

The best way to contact your child is by sending them an e-mail (to the Youth Hostel address listed above). Please do not call unless it is a real emergency. Campers will be skiing throughout the day, and will probably not have phone reception on the top of the mountain. Mobile phones are allowed at Ski Camp, but they are used primarily for emergency contact, and transportation issues. Please don’t abuse this privilege.
6) Packing –

Please make sure you fill out the Packing Form that is included with this e-mail. You should also try to label all your child’s clothes and other items they may bring to camp. Please do not send any valuable or expensive clothes or personal items! Please bring ALL the items listed on the Packing Form. If you have any questions about what to bring, please contact Mike in the Hungarian office. 

7) Things to Remember –

Please remember to send the following documents with your child, when they travel to the camp (either on the train, the plane, or if you drive them yourself):

A) Passport

B) Copy of the Camp Medical Form
C) Any medication that your child needs to take while at camp. Please write your child’s name on all medication bottles.

You should place all these items in a large envelope, and write your child’s name clearly on the outside. Give this envelope to the chaperon at the time of departure, or if you are driving to the camp yourself, you can hand it into the office upon arrival.

8) Pocket Money –

Campers should not need much pocket money, as all food and normal expenses are included in the price of the camp. There may be an afternoon shopping trip into the village of Deutschlandsberg, where campers can purchase small souvenirs and gifts for their family. And they may want to purchase hot chocolate or drinks while skiing during the day. Thus, 30-50 Euros should be more than enough for the entire week.
