Dear Work Experience Participants - First-timers and Returnees,


These are the instructions for how to get your VISA. Read all the instructions carefully! You should fill out these forms immediately, as there are a limited number of interview times each week - so do not wait! Please don't forget that Returnees must apply for a NEW visa, no matter what you have stamped in your passport! You cannot apply for the visa by mail! 

ALL APPLICANTS
Fill out all the forms, and bring them back to the office (in person is the best, in case you are missing something), along with all the required documents (see below) and your passport. CCUSA  (Noemi Csokas) will apply for the visa for you and she will keep in touch with you by email (noemics@ccusa.hu) . This way, you do not have to make an appointment or stand in line!

This year, the Embassy has 40 interviews each day, on Monday, Tuesday and Thursday at 10:00 am (to be confirmed for 2011). It is first come, first served – so APPLY NOW! We will take your application into the American Embassy on Wednesday or Friday of the week previous to your interview date. This means your passport will be with the embassy for at least one week. 

All applicants will be required to have a personal interview. You can pick up your passport and visa from the CCUSA office the week AFTER your interview, unless there is a problem or you need additional documents. We will send you a confirmation email once we pick up your passport. 

The Embassy is located on Szabadsag ter in the Fifth District, in Budapest, very close to the Parliament (Kossuth ter station on the Red Metro). You MUST notify us immediately, if you are rejected for your visa. You should only purchase your flight ticket AFTER you get your visa!
ALL APPLICANTS WILL NEED:

ONE passport photo (5x5cm) – this is NOT a standard size – Head must be 2.5 x 3.5 cm!

If you are a student, you need a copy of the Student Status Confirmation Form (or University

form) with all the required dates proving that you are a FULL-TIME student, and saying you have classes to return to in the fall (if you are not graduating this June). REMEMBER: NO OKJ, FSZ, Levelezo students are eligible for the W&T visa category!

If you are a student, you need a copy of your entire Student Index (an on-line printout is also okay) with all your semesters and all your grades, containing the current (spring) semester too!!!. 


If you are NOT a student, you need a letter from your employer saying you have a job in the fall, or

any other proof you can provide to prove you will return after the summer (bank account, property, spouse, strong ties to Hungary, etc) . VERY IMPORTANT!

Your valid passport (for Hungarian citizens it must be valid at least until the end of the 2011, for non-Hungarians – at least March 2012!)

Everyone: “Original” MKB receipt for Embassy application fee of $140 USD (see below) You have to pay it in HUF at the bank!
Don’t worry about the DS-2019 Form this year. You will get this at the Embassy.

Please make sure you have ALL of these items before you bring everything to us! You can also ask your local Area Rep to check your application and bring it to the office for you. If you do not, we cannot bring your application to the Embassy and it will delay your visa!!
Photo - the photo cannot be older than 6 months and you can upload it to your application, so there's no need to bring in a paper format of the photo, unless you could not upload it (third option is to have your photo taken at the Embassy)
160 Form – All applicants must now use the NEW On-Line Application form. You will need a computer with internet access, and a laser printer. Make sure the printed copy (especially the bar code) is clear and the lines are not blurred or smudged.      

Go to the following website: https://ceac.state.gov/genniv/ and at the bottom of the page you will see Start Application. Select BUDAPEST, HUNGARY from the Location drop-down list, and then select Option A – Start a New Application (or Upload a Previous Application if you have already started or completed one earlier). 
You will then be able to “test” your own digital passport photo. Please read the instructions BEFORE you try to upload the digital photo, as you only get ONE attempt. If you cannot upload your photo – DO NOT WORRY. Just bring us the original hard-copy photo with the rest of your application, and the Embassy will upload it for you.

After your photo is tested, you should select Option A – Start a New Application again, and you can begin to fill out the on-line application (do NOT print out and fill in with a pen). Your application will have a special 10 digits “Application ID number” (for example: AA0015YAK8). Write down this number, because if your session is timed out or any other technical problems come up, you can continue your application only with this number. Check the “Does Not Apply” box for anything you can’t answer (for example: Social Security #). Only use English letters and words. If you are not sure about something, please call us, ask for Noemi. At the end of each section when you click the “Next” button your application will be saved for 30 days and you can retrieve it (clicking onto the “Retrieve Incomplete Application” button)  with your Application ID (If you would like to save your application for longer period you should save your application after each section with the “Save” button and then you should click on “Save Application To File”), so you can continue later, if your computer/internet connection/server crashes or you reach your time limit. Please be patient, it maybe technically challenging to fill out this form.

Most common questions / problems:


Personal Information 1 / Other Names = Your “Hungarian” name, if different from your passport.

Important ! If you have “ö, ő, ü, ű” in your name,  you must use the machine readable code –AS IT IS ON THE BOTTOM OF YOUR PASSPORT (for example “Toeroek” instead of “Török”!)  we will send you additional instructions by email, regarding how to type your name in. Please call us if you are not sure!
Personal 2 / Nationality = Your Passport country (even if you are “ethnically” Hungarian)

Personal 2 / National Identification Number = Enter your Szemelyi Igazolvany Szam or (if not

Hungarian) your National ID Number
Personal 2 / US Social Security Number = normally only for Returnees who got one in the past

Address and Phone / If you are not a Hungarian citizen, enter your LOCAL Hungarian address

Address and Phone / State / Province = Megye 

Address and Phone / Business Phone Number = School Phone Number if you are a student

Passport / Passport Book Number - click on “Does Not Apply”

Travel / Purpose of Trip = Yes, you are a “Principal applicant” + choose Exchange Visa(F, J, M, Q)

Travel / Intended Date of Arrival = You must arrive in the US before your visa starts!

Travel / Address in US = Your Employer’s Address 

Travel / Person paying for your trip: Enter “Self” (since you buy your own flight ticket) 

US Contact / Organization Name = Your Employer’s Name 

US Contact / Address = Your Employer’s Address 

If you don’t have a job yet, enter CCUSA (2330 Marinship Way, Suite 250, city: Sausalito, California 94965, USA Tel: 1-415-3392728)

Previous Work / Education = Start with Secondary School and add any other schools you attended

Additional Work / Education / List of Countries Visited = List ALL of them

SEVIS Information / ID = Use the SEVIS # N0006….. (+ 6 digits ) from Footprints under my “J1 Visa”  

Upload Photo = Select the same PDF file you tested earlier. Based on experience, you can NOT skip this step, but if you upload ANY kind personal ID photo – if it doesn’t meet the requirements, you can still move on.

Once you have answered ALL the questions, REVIEW all the information, and then UPLOAD it, and print out the Confirmation Page with the BAR CODE. You must submit this with your visa application. Make sure the printout is clear, and the bar code is not smudged. 


DS-2019 Form – You will sign and date this when you are at the Embassy for your interview. 

SEVIS Receipt – You need to go to www.fmjfee.com and pay this fee on-line. You will need a credit card to pay for this!! Ask your parents or friends, if you don’t have one yourself. The fee is $35 USD. Print out the receipt and include it with the rest of the documents. 

Exchange Visitor Program Number: P-4-05533
MKB Receipt - The Embassy requires all applicants to pay the Application Fee (currently $140 USD) at any Magyar Kulkereskedelmi Bank (MKB) in Hungarian forints. All MKB branches in Hungary will accept the fee (just tell them you need to pay the US Embassy Visa fee – you do not need the account number – MKB knows it already), and they will give you 2 receipts (one “original” and one “copy/Deal Slip”). You must submit the “original” (Certification/ Igazolas) version with the visa application materials. This fee is NOT refundable! Take your passport to the bank! 


Everyone will be called in for a short interview with one of the embassy staff. They will ask you some questions about your school, what you plan to do in the US, what you plan to do when you return home, or anything else they want to know. Just answer honestly, and don't be afraid. These are routine questions that they ask of everyone. Whatever you do – DON’T LIE!!! If you have any questions, call us and we will try to help. Leave all electronic devices at home – they are not allowed in the embassy. We hope everything goes well, but if you have any problem getting the visa, please call us immediately: 06-1-244-7941
