All placed camp participants and All WEUSA applicants should apply for the visa NOW – as soon as your DS 2019 form arrives at the Budapest office (and you get a reminder about it). Find the instructions on the Support Page!

A special message for all visa applicants who has ö’, ‘ő’, ‘ü’ or ‘ű’ in their name! (they also received an email about it)

We would like to let you know that the U.S Embassy has some special requests about how to fill out the name fields on the new online DS 160 form.
Since you have Hungarian letters in your full name, like ‘ö’ or ‘ő’ or ‘ü’
or ‘ű’, you have to write these letters on the first page (Personal 1) JUST in the SURNAME and GIVEN NAMES fields like the following:
‘ö’ or ‘ő’ = oe
‘ü’ or ‘ű’ = ue
Just like as it is in the very bottom of your passport between the ‘ kacsacsor’.
BUT when they ask for the FULL NAME IN NATIVE ALPHABET, you have to use regular English letters.

For example:

Name: Tüzes Fülöp

ON THE DS 160 FORM IT WILL LOOK LIKE THIS:

Surname: TUEZES
Given Names: FUELOEP

Full name in native alphabet: FULOP TUZES
